This little rhyme serves as my compass. It reminds me to keep my knees on the ground, my eyes toward heaven,
and my ears toward my heart where God speaks to me. It is the posture of prayer, and I find that it’s the only
posturing that God would have me do as we gather and lay the foundation for Mission Tradition.
